In conjunction with The Spirit Of Color exhibit there will be a POSTER CONTEST: Art 
will be chosen for a poster and printed to commemorate The Spirit Of Color event.

The accepted media are: Acrylic, Mixed Media, Oil, Pastel, and 
Watercolor. The two dimensional paintings must be in landscape format. 
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Posters will be reproduced & printed from the chosen art. They will be for sale 
proceeding, during, and after the event. Proceeds from the sale of the posters will go to 
support PAA and PPSC. There will be The Spirit of Color exhibit & artist’s reception where 
the posters and original painting will be showcased.
