Program Notes and Comments:

Richard Standard will present his journey of discovery in using “Open Air” aerosol paint, “Action”
painting with various implements to throw and drip paint, paint roller markings and masking
techniques to create large and small abstract images. He will bring in examples demonstrating the
various stages that the works go through to completion. Some of the work is based on exploring
physics principles such as Einstein’s special theory of relativity, Black Holes, Heisenberg's
Uncertainty Principle, and Feynman Diagrams. Other compositions use geometric color fields
abstracted from the nature of what Richard calls the “Primal Landscape” in various forms.

Richard will also present and talk about his Photomontage digital image constructions. These works
use different monolithic compositions inspired by Mark Rothko’s late stage “Multiform” compositions.
The photomontage works explore how photographic images interact with each other to create
personal mythological relationships for the viewer based on image content, form, color, and texture in
a flat picture plane, honoring the nature of “Plastic Art”

Bay Area artist and photographer, Richard Standard, has been showing and exhibiting his work in
Northern California for the past 35 years. Richard has received numerous awards and distinctions in
competitions and festivals during that time and has had a number of one-man shows in galleries in
Northern California.



The 2008 program committee is gathering at the Pelican Gallery on Oct. 4th at 6pm. The object of the
meeting will be to air some ideas about how we can include more members in producing the
programs each month at our monthly meetings. We have made some headway this year in
