Program Notes and Comments:

Petaluma Artist Richard Standard offered more than lygststandard" program at the PAA meeting. He
brought in a selection of amazing original works of artsexpdained his deeper thought processes behind each
creation.

Richard's first art love was photography. He studiedradtphotography in San Diego, Mesa College, College
of Marin and San Francisco State University.

Richard explained that he was always drawn to the "grpetal arena of art". Using mediums such as
encaustics back in the 70's to his recent series, Oftier out of Chaos," and "The Pillars series.” His
interest/goal is "strong composition with free paintimytful rectangles strategically placed on top of sprayed
enamel backgrounds is just one of many meaningful seriésdoeibed.

As he showed examples of his works, he explained how edeh seolved from the ideas of the last series or
how a new thought process would emerge. His originialétgt him to develop techniques and tools to fit his
ideas and he generously shared these -such as spray paaréthe cheaper the better), cut out stencils,
artists tape, throwing on and dripping of paint, using phafgy, and of course my personal favorite, the
moon tool he made from pvc pipe and the 27 year old driik.

Richard was a great speaker. His work has a lot of thegyght behind it.quantum physics, I-Ching, the
Heisenberg's Uncertainty theory, Richard next timdctgou explain those? | think he inspired many of us to
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think that some of those ideas and concepts that we ghoin the closets of our minds could possibly become
tangible pieces of art someday well maybe someday.
