Program Notes and Comments: 
Pat Marshall presented the program on egg tempera at the April meeting.  Egg Tempera 
is made with dry powdered pigment, egg yoke and water. The egg yoke being the binder 
for the pigment.  After an initial coat of color the tempera is applied with small brush 
stokes as the paint dries very quickly.  Until oil paint was developed in the 15th century, 
egg tempera was the medium usually used for painting.  It is still used by several painters, 
among them, Peter Hurd and Andrew Wyeth.  Pat showed her paintings using tempera, 
and those attending were able to paint along with her.   Pat reminded us that art materials 
are always changing, depending on available technology.

Know your Compliments!! 
Need a dark red?  Need a dark green?  To make your colors darker, add the compliment.  
To get a dark red, add green, viridian green is preferred. This is true for oils and 
watercolors. To lighten a color in oils, such as red, just adding white gives you pink. Add 
green to your white before you add the white to your color and you get light red, not pink.
