EVENT: 53rd Annual PAA Art in the Park (AIP) featuring over 60 local artists.

FOOD & MUSIC: Farmer’s Market will be available on Saturday afternoon Music will be provided in the afternoon both days.
DATE/TIME: September 11 & 12th, 10:00 AM - 5:00 PM

PLACE: Walnut Park, Petaluma, CA, Petaluma Boulevard South & D Street

SPONSOR: Petaluma Arts Association.

Raffle Donations: All proceeds from the Art in the Park raffle go towards grants that are distributed to support art in the local schools
and in the community. Artists are encouraged to donate artwork for the raffle to be held throughout the event. All donations must be
of a quality that would be offered for sale. All 2-D donations must be framed with wire hanger. Donated artwork will be juried for
quality. Unaccepted donations will be returned to the artist. Donations are due no later than August 20th. Donations, along with the
completed donation form, may be dropped off at the home of Pat Marshall, 1675 Mt. View Ave., Petaluma ph 707-763-2308. Forms
are available on line or pick up at a general meeting. Accepted donated works may be displayed in the Copperfields window from
September 1t — September 11t.  Donations left without a completed donation form that are found unacceptable will be donated to a
local charity. Each participant will be issued 10 raffle tickets with their confirmation package. The $10 cost of these raffle tickets is
included in your registration fee. This $10 of each registration fee will be set aside for the PAA grant program. If the artist would like
to sell the tickets for $1 each, they have that option. Tickets are to be filled out with the name and phone number and submitted at
artist check-in on Saturday, September 11th for the raffle drawing.

ELIGIBILITY: All artists who create visual fine art are welcome. Exhibited works are subject to the approval of the PAA.

ARTWORK MUST BE CREATED BY THE PARTICIPANT: All work displayed must have been created by the applicant (prints of
artist's work are acceptable). All work must be for sale. All art must be in good saleable condition.

BOOTH SPACES: There are 3 space sizes, 10’ x 10, 15" x 10’ and 20’ x 10’. Booths may be shared by more than 1 artist. If any
artist sharing a booth is not a PAA member, the non-member price will apply (which ever is higher). Allow plenty of space for
panel displays and tables. NO ART WORK is to be placed on the ground or benches in the park. NO artwork will be allowed in
pathways. Each artist is responsible for his/her own display and cleanup. Canopies, umbrellas or gazebos will be permitted if they
do not obstruct viewing of other exhibitors. No stakes longer than 6” are allowed by the park due to underground watering system.
Spaces along 4 Street will face the Farmers Market on Saturday 9/11/10. There are limited 15’ and 20’ booths (10’ booths may be
combined to form more 20’ booths).

BOOTH ASSIGNMENT: Registration forms may be submitted at any time up to September 11th, however, booth assignments start
June 1stand the registration price increases on 7/1 and again on 8/16, so early registration is encouraged. A map of the park is
provided with the registration form. Artists may indicate their top 3 booth choices on the registration form. Every effort will be made to
place each artist in a preferred booth. Last year's participants can be assigned the same booth as 2009, if your completed
registration form and fees are received by May 31st or you indicate otherwise and list your preferences on the registration form.
Booths will be assigned in the following priority:

1st - Active PAA members (dues paid by March 31, 2010 and complete registration by 5/31/10) who participated in AIP in 2009

2nd - Associate PAA members (dues paid by March 31, 2010 and complete registration by 5/31/10) who participated in AIP in 2009

3rd - Active PAA members who did NOT participate in Art in the Park 2009 or who paid annual dues after 3/31/10

4t - Associate PAA members who did NOT participate in Art in the Park 2009 or who paid annual dues after 3/31/10

5t - Non — PAA members
